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The Tale of the Heike, chronicling the rise and fall of the Taira
family, whose name can be read in Japanese as Heike, is Japan's
premier military prose narrative. The Tale known today was
compiled as an oral narrative by around the mid 13th century,
and has been read and recited continuously in Japan since.
Visual imagery from the Tuale, particularly the battle scenes,
form the central images of countless folding screen and other
format paintings, while the Tale itself is a classic source for such
theatrical arts as Nok plays and Joruri puppet theater, and has
exerted incalculable influence on later Japanese literary arts.

This exhibition features the 120 fan-shaped paintings mounted
in the three-volume set The Tale of the Heike Painting Album,
displayed in two installations. The display also includes works
related to the Heike theme and its characters, such as sword
fittings and other decorative art objects.
